Summary: I chose to do a multimodal adaptation on “The Three Little Pigs.” Being in the Early childhood elementary program it is extremely important to get children engaged in what they are reading so that later on in school they have the urge to want to read. The message that The Three Little Pigs sends is that planning a project well can lead to success in the future. This can be taught to kids because it shows them that working hard will lead them to a reward in the end (Same goes for reading). The three little pigs had different plans and ways of doing things, but the pig that thought about it most was the successful one in the end. 
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Adaptation: Attachment of Five Picture Story 
Justification: These pictures are a guide that shows children what happen in the story. At a young age, children are able to learn through visuals because they can see what happens. Having visuals allows students to go through the text easier because they can see the step by step process. Using pictures like these with a story can help children comprehend what is happening in a story. Pictures that represent the main parts of the story can help children get through a story and understand it better. This multimodal adaptation can be helpful because it connects to the visual aspect of it all. Children are able to look at the images and maybe see body gestures, colors, faces, etc to give them more meaning to what they have read.  
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
